Leicester Wins Sport Title

LEICESTER has been 
chosen to represent the 
UK in a European-wide 
network of sporting cities. 
It was given the title of 
2008 European City of 
Sport UK after a two-day 
inspection by a panel of 
visiting judges.

The title means the city 
now ranks as a major 

European centre for sport-
ing excellence. It is the 
first time the UK has been 
presented the award.

The council hopes the title 
will help boost its bid to 
host the Special Olympics 
in 2009 and it is hoped the 
title could help future 
funding bids for sports 
facilities and projects.
